As someone who has experienced the gamut of abortion,
through its pressures, its reality, and its healing, I believe it is
crucial for us to reach the millions of souls separated from
God because of this horrific act. To bring the love of God to
them so they have a conversion of heart and will in turn, bring
others to Him who will then speak the truth of abortion as no
one else can.

This total truth of the experience of abortion can relate to the
millions of souls lost to God. Souls who are pro-abortion
because they do not see any way back from the hell, they
placed themselves in, and so they need to continue to
rationalize and justify.
 
It is difficult for many who have experienced abortion to read
the testimonies of someone so self-giving as Will Goodman, a
pro-lifer currently in prison for a Rescue trying to save babies
and their moms from abortion. He has joined his suffering of
prison to those of the unborn in deep solidarity with their
experience. In some correspondence he wrote to the public,
he explains his experience in jail, “The jail retreat makes you
feel invisible to the world. Helpless and absent. Separated.
Muted.” This is how countless people who have experienced
abortions feel within both the pro-abortion and pro-life
movements. Invisible, helpless, ignored, separated, muted
Perhaps for us, it is a fitting penance for denying the life of our
children, but I also believe it is a tactic of the devil to obstruct
the entire picture of abortion and to keep souls lost.  (con’t
